2. Depress the starting pedal a little, and the work clamp foot will come down. When you want to make the work clamp foot go up, release the
pedal.

4. When the machine has completed the specified bar-tacking cycle, the work clamp foot will automatically go up, and the needle and bobbin
threads are trimmed before the machine stops.
(Cautions) 1. Be sure to release the pedal as soon as the machie starts bar-tacking, or else the machine will not stop at
the prodetermined point.
2. If you fail to depress the pedal sufficiently, the machine may stop at the first stitch. In this case, depress the
pedal gain sufficiently.
3. If the machine will not start even when you depress it strong enough, turn of the power switch, and remove
the belt oover. Then turn changeover pulley @ (Knurled part) in the arrowed direction of low-speed pulley

4. This sewing machine may run rather unsmoothly on a cold morning because it uses grease for the lubrication
of several parts. In such a case, allow the machine to idle for 5 or 6 times before starting the work.
